Reaching Kiel/Schönberger Strand by car:  
 
From Hamburg (south and west): follow the A7/A215 to Kiel. In Kiel follow the B76 towards Lübeck and the B502 
towards Schoenberg. Take the exit towards the centre of Schoenberg at the first roundabout. Leave the second 
roundabout left towards “Schoenberger Strand”. The event will then be signposted.  
 
From Lübeck/Travemünde (east): To reach Luebeck from the east take the A20. In Luebeck take the A1 towards 
Fehmarn/Puttgarden. In Oldenburg follow the B202/76 to Kiel/Lütjenburg. In Lütjenburg take the L165 to 
“Schoenberger Strand”. The event will then be signposted.  
 
From Rostock (east): From Rostock take the A20 towards Lübeck. From there follow the directions as indicated 
above (From Lübeck).  
 
From Fehmarn/Puttgarden (north): From Puttgarden take the A1 towards Lübeck. In Oldenburg follow the 
B202/76 to Kiel/Lütjenburg. In Lütjenburg take the L165 to “Schoenberger Strand”. The event will then be 
signposted. 
 
From Flensburg/Denmark (north): To reach Flensburg from Denmark take the E45 towards Flensburg. In 
Flensburg take the A7(E45) to Hamburg(Kiel). In Rendsburg take the A210 to Kiel. Shortly before reaching Kiel 
take the A215 towards the centre of Kiel. In Kiel follow the B76 towards Lübeck and the B502 towards 
Schoenberg. Take the exit towards the centre of Schoenberg at the first roundabout. Leave the second 
roundabout left towards “Schoenberger Strand”. The event will then be signposted.
