8.      RACING FORMAT, CLASSES & DIVISIONS 
8.1   BALTIC SEA CUP T293, RS:X & RS:X youth 
8.1.1  The Regatta shall be a single discipline event for boys and girls and men and women. 
8.2   GENERAL 
8.2.1  Boys and girls may race together depending on entry numbers. 
8.2.2  Men and women may race together depending on entry numbers. 
8.2.3    Each class shall race a maximum of 4 races per day, and a maximum of 11 races for the series.

15.     STORAGE OF EQUIPMENT 
15.1   On completion of registration and continuing until the end of the regatta, when ashore (other than when 

launching and retrieving), all equipment shall be kept in their assigned places at the beach. Removal of any 
equipment from the regatta site may require prior written approval from the race committee. Access to equipment 
in the storage area during certain hours, including hours of darkness may be restricted. 

15.2   Unless otherwise directed by the Sailing Instructions, all competing boards and equipment shall be launched and  
           retrieved from the designated area at the beach.                      

 

16.  MEDALS AND PRIZES 
16.1 Medals or trophies shall be awarded to the first three competitors in each Class / Division depending on entry 

numbers. Categories to be awarded in each properly constituted division will be posted on the official notice board 
after the close of registration.

The buoyancy shall be tested  
          with a ferrous metal weight of 4kg, which shall remain supported for a minimum of 5 minutes. 
17.2   Personal buoyancy is mandatory for all competitors under 18 years of age. 
 
18.  DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 
18.1   Competitors take part in all races at their own risk. The organiser or any of their officials or representatives or the 

sponsors or their officials or representatives are not responsible, under any circumstances, for any damage, loss 
or injury either ashore or on the water either to persons or equipment, which may result.
